OUTLINING


An outline has two purposes:


1. to help discover the logical connection between parts of the paper.


2. to help the reader follow  the reasoning of the paper.





Basic principles to keep in mind:


related ideas are lined up in columns and are  given a comparable symbol


       Major points are Roman Numerals (I, II, III, IV, V)


       Supports are Capital letters             (A, B, C, D, E)


       Details to supports are Arabic numbers (1, 2, 3,  4, 5)


       Subpoints are lower case letters   (a, b, c, d, e)





Not all major points are subdivided.  If the writer does subdivide  than at least  two points  are necessary


3.  The best time to outline is after the reading and organization has been completed





 4.  There are four types of OUTLINES


 


A.  Rough outline - by arranging all subject cards  in the order in which the ideas are to be presented





Formal outline - begins with a working thesis  statement.  It may contain key words that suggest the way the paper  


       is outlined.





C. Topic outline - a word or phrase that serves  to indicate the idea





     D. Sentence outline - is more details ( this makes writing  easier because it is already written in  sentence form.
