
The Purpose of an annotated bibliography is to provide several sentences for each of the sources given in an initial bibliography.

First give the complete bibliographical information, which includes the following for an article:

Author(s) full name(s), title of article, what it was published in (journal, magazine, newspaper), date including (day, month, year – where appropriate) volume, issue number, section (where appropriate), and page number(s), DOI or web address of the journal/ magazine/newspaper.

Then write one or two sentences objectively summarizing the main point (s).  Then add one or two sentences to evaluate the merits of this source.

The examples provided use direct quotations from the original source to make the point.

ARTICLES

Farrell, M. (2006, Sept. 1).  The expanding solar systems Times Union, A3.    

Farrell claims that there is more than one solar system and earth is entering into this new system.  There is an interesting quote from the Sagan Foundation, say that it is possible that there are other solar systems out there.  We just don’t know yet.  But at the same time, there is not adequate evidence to say for sure.  On the other hand, Max Schaffer, a NASA scientist, says that their research can support the claim of other solar systems, but it is too early to say that the earth is moving into a new system.  

This article seems to present the information in a clear manner and is very objective in tone.
